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Central American 
Sailing Festival 

THE BOQUERON BAY in Cabo Rojo became the 
scenario of the first Central America and the Caribbean 
Sailing Festival sponsored by the Mayagüez 2010 
Organizing Committee and the Puerto Rico Sailing 
Federation. The event was celebrated from July 31st 
through August 2nd, 2009. 

Mexico, Dominican Republic, Guatemala, US Virgin 
Islands, Venezuela and Puerto Rico participated in the 
competition. 
“This has been a very important event because it has 

allowed us to test the “field of play” and evaluate all the 
areas entailed in the organization and logistics of a 
competition like this. It was a real test event, leading up 
to Mayagüez 2010”, stated Jorge O. Sosa Ramírez, 
Executive Director of the Organizing Committee, who 
emphasized that this was the Committee’s first test 
event. 

Boquerón will host the sport of Sailing in Mayagüez 
2010 Games. “The main purpose was to validate the 
sailing competition route as part of the certification 
process of the venue for the competition”, stated Héctor 
Figueroa, Director of the Technical Division of Mayagüez 
2010. 
The races were Saturday and Sunday in “two courts”: 

one inside the bay where Lasers, Snipes and Sunfish

categories raced, and another near El Combate beach 
where the J24 and Hobie Cat raced. 
“We did not invite all the delegations that will 

participate in the Games, but we covered all the 
categories in order to have a sample of what we will 
have in the Central American Games”, stated Alfredo 
Figueroa, President of the Puerto Rico Sailing  

Federation. 
The Festival ended with a total of three races in each 

category of J24 and Hobie Cat, and two in Female Laser 
(radial), Male Laser (standard), Sunfish and Snipe. The 
first two where raced in the outer court (toward El 
Combate) and the rest was divided between the interior 
course and the outer course. 
“The three races of J24 and Hobie Cat were completed 

outside without any problems. Inside the bay we had a 
perfect race in the morning, but later the wind stopped 
so we moved it outside. Over there, the second race was 
completed for Laser radial and standard, Sunfish and 
Snipe categories”, said Luis Enrique Matos Bayo 
Principal Official and Mayagüez 2010’s Director of 
Sailing. He stated that the instability of the wind in the

This sport event 

will take place on the western side of the island 

from July 17th thought August 1st, 2010.

The president of CACSO, Héctor Cardona, 

indicated: “We have to remember that the Central 

American and Caribbean Games constitute a 

commitment from the local people and the 

community of 31 countries in our Central American 

and Caribbean region.

“Today marks the beginning of the 

countdown to that moment when Puerto Rico’s 

western region will demonstrate it capacity and 

talent to organize an event like this one, and others 

of larger wingspan that we intend to have from 

now on.”

Hon. Henry Neumann, Secretary of Sports and 

Recreation, added: “at only one year from the 

celebration of the Central American and Caribbean 

Games Mayagüez 2010, we feel very enthusiastic 

and confident that we will have the international 

competition level and organizing standard as 

required for the celebration of this important sport 

event.”
