The XXI Central American and Caribbean Sporte&aiitl be held mainly in the city of Bogota D.C. This

is in the Eastern Mountains of the Andes located in central Colombia. Bordered on the north by the
municipality of Chia, to the east we find the hills of the municipalities of La Calera, Choachisayuet Ub

to the south the Desert of Sumapaz, and to the west Soacha, Mosquera, Funza and Cota. The city has a
tropical savannah climate (mainly affected by altitude) ranging between 7 and 18 ° C, with an average
annual temperature of 14 ° C (similar to tharate of northern spring).

Sistema Distrital de Parques y Escenarios de Bogota  The city of Santa Fe was founded on August 6, 1538 by the Spanish
¥ Gonzalo Jimenez de Quesada. The new city was located at the place
called Teusaquillo, a small Indian village located in the foothills of
Monteserrat and Guadelge Mountains. This village was part of
the territory occupied by the Musicas, a populous Indian group
belonging to the linguistic family, Chibcha whose culture has been
characterized by fine jewelry, textiles and ceramics.

Audience. During the colonial period the city grew to a population of
30,000 people in the early nineteenth century. It was home to many
religious orders, fanders of convents, colleges and universities that

gave the city a special education character. Santa Fe was the scene

of the Declaration of independence on July 20, 1810. After the
Independence War, The Liberator, Simon Bolivar was named
President of theRepublic of Colombia in 1819. In the same year its

name changed to Bogota and in 1821 was appointed as the capital

of the new republic.
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The modernization of the city has been carried out in different periods, the first one between 1950 and 1970 and
the most recent in the last thirty years. The first period began during the government of General Gustavo Rojas
Pinilla, the only dictator who ruled the replic in the twentieth century,who ascended in 1953 and was
overthrown in the year 1957. During thperiod the television era began in Colombia and the construction of three
major infrastructure projects to the physical structure of Bogota: the Northern Highway, El Dorado Airport and the
National Administrative Center project. In 1954 by legislativerele the municipalities of Usme, Bosa, Fontibon,
Engativa, Suba and Usaquén were added to Bogota and the Special District of Bogota was created.

In this new boundary the growing population in 1973 was of 2.500.000 habitants and today in the CapitliDistri
reaches close to 7.000.000 while the growth of the city has completed the process of modernization in many fields
of physical structure of the urban life and its activities now include the fields of finance and communications.
Bogota is now an impoaint educational, cultural, financial and business center, nationally and internationally. Its
history is reflected in the physical structure and the rich cultural heritage to residents and visitors that reminds
what passed along their existence.

RULES AND REGULATIONS MANUAL

1. SITE AND DATE

The water ski tournament of the XXI Central American and Caribbean Sports Games will be
held from July 23to 25 , 2010in Bogota, Colombia at t he Lake Central Park

2. PARTICIPANTS
2.1. Athletes from countries whose Olympic Committees are affiliated to CACSO and whose
National Federations belongs to the Pan - American Water Ski Confederation will be eligible to

part icipate.

2.2. Each country may enter one team, which will consist of not more than four (4) men
athletes . Each team cannot use more than 3 athletes in each discipline.

3. ENTRIES

The Organizing Committee will send the official regi stration forms six (6) months prior to
the opening of the Games.

All qualified countries must submit their registrations in the official form that will be posted
in the official website of the XXI Central American and Caribbean Sports Games:
www.mayaquez2010.com

These forms must be printed, have all the respective signatures, and submitted to the
Organizing Committee on or before the deadlines stipulated.

3.1. Long list entry

The long list entry must conta in the names and functions of all potential participants in the
Games. This list must be received at the Mayagiiez 2010 Headquarters by midnight of
February 17, 2010. The entries can be sent via fax or email to meet the deadline, in which
case they must be  confirmed in writing before February 24, 2010.

3.2. Numerical Entries

The numerical entries must be submitted by the respective NOC and must be received at
the Mayagiez 2010 Headquarters by midnight of April 17, 2010. It must indicate the
number of at hletes in each team. The entries can be sent via fax or email to meet the
deadline, in which case they must be confirmed in writing before April 24, 2010.
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3.2.1. Insufficient Participants

In the event that the sport and/or any of its disciplines canno t be executed due to a
lack of entries, the Organizing Committee must communicate this immediately, via fax or
email, to the National Olympic Committees that has made the corresponding numerical
entries.

3.3. Nominal Entries

All nominal entries must be a t Mayaguiez 2010 Headquarters by midnight on June 17, 2010.
No changes or additions to entries will be accepted after this date. The nominal
registrations can be sent via fax or email to meet the deadline, in which case they will have

to be confirmed in w  riting, on the official forms, at the time of arrival of the delegation in
Mayaguez.

Nominal entries should not contain more participants or officials than the numerical entries.

4. REGULATIONS

The water ski competitions of the Central American and Caribbean Sports Games shall be
carried out according to the current rules established by the IWWF and Pan Am erican
Games specific rules.

4.1. Technical nat ure issues not covered by these regulations shall be resolved according to
the IWWF regulations and under the direct supervision of Pan American Water Ski Technical
Council.

4.2. General nature issues not covered by these regulations will be resolved by t
Organizing Committee.

5. EVENTS AND COMPETITION SYSTEM

5.1 . The water ski competitions will be carried out in men & category i n three (3)
disciplines: Slalom, Tricks, and Wakeboard.
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5.2. Competition system

Each team w ill have a maximum of 4 men and 4 women, with no more than three team
members participating in each discipline, by gender.

5.3. Rounds

There will be two (2) rounds, a preliminary and a final round. The first 6 places in the
preliminary round will ski in the final round. (no more that 2 members by country can
participate in a final round).

7. TRAINING PROGRAM

and will be confirmed on the arrival of the delegations in Bogota. The training will be held
at the Lake Central Park ASim-n Bol2var

7.2. The facilities can only be used during the time designated by the Organ izing
Committee. The rotation of countries among the training facilities will be used to guarantee
fair conditions.

7.3. Training venues. The Organizing Committee will provide the training venues that will
be available from the opening date. After re ceiving the numerical entries from the
countries, the Organizing Committee will circulate the training program.

For the award ceremony, athletes must wear the official uniform of their country.

It will be held on July 22 , 2010 at 18:00 hours in a place designated by the Technical
Division.

13. MEDICAL CONTROL

13.1. Medical Control and Examinations.

Any athlete refusing to any medical control or examination or found guilt y of doping, will get
his/her accreditation withdrawn and will be expelled from the games and possibly from

future international competitions according to the penalties established by the CACSO and

the IWSF.
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13.2. Anti  -doping Control

The anti -doping control test will be conducted by the Medical Direction of the Organizing
Committee. The regulations in force will be those from the Medical Commissions of the
International Olympic Committee, WADA -AMA (World Anti -doping Agency), and CACSO

The selection o f the athletes for the sample taking

Medical Commission in coordination with the Pan American Water Ski Confederation
delegates.
